1.1.1 Flashcards as a tool of learning.

Garcia F- Manual for the bilingual teacher (2010) "commented that flashcards
are wonderful tools for teaching; they offer fun and interactive learning games

for all levels of education and for all subjects or students”.

They are often created by teachers or acquired by people that need them.
Flashcards help clear and keep the mind active, discover skills of all kinds,
help in works of advanced analysis and also through spoken and written
interactions. Games arouse listening skill in all languages and ages.
Flashcards come in a variety of forms, sizes and materials. They often have

space in them to insert responses from students and can be customized.

People can be creative when developing cards, for example, the use of
flashcards introduced the writing of mathematical calculations on one side
and the answers on the other; or the development of questions on one side
and guide with images or photos on the other with an ellipsis so that there is
place for the answer; others add color cards [with markers, pencils, paints,
chalks, etc.]; or shading with rapid graphs that glitter or sparkle, thus giving
greater enhancement and also a sense of fun ", so that students can harvest

the benefits or rewards with this teaching resource" (p. 65).

The benefits of developing the learning skills or students with the use of
flashcards and educational resources are multiple; they develop mental
capacity, facilitates vocabulary comprehension and help them participate
interactively with the new acquired knowledge and, as such, the new words

become familiar, easy to use and manage and much more. Parents also

of learning and in practices in preparation for examinations.

They have a great variety in presentations, sizes, materials and
easy to move or take around; which help in directed studies or
reinforcements. They can also be in written forms with illustrations on the
sides; thus making the students and teacher a social team. Flashcards can
be purchased or made with creativity to the taste of everyone. Resulting in a
very economic venture and adjusts to the family budgets at all levels of
income, they also offer opportunities for extended learning experiences as

work in class both for the teacher and for the students; the sizes of the
flashcards depend on the occasion and utility, as well as the elements to be

shown in the illustrations.

1.1.3. How to use flashcards to remember information

Dr. Mangrum - Strichart.- Learning Resources (1994) "explained that
flashcards are easy to make, use and are a great tool to remember
information and also give us some strategies to help us make the most
of these teaching resources". (P.21-22).

1. Make cards to learn and study.

Carry a number of blank cards, whenever you find a fact that you want to
remember, write down the information on a card. Organize your cards in
groups, one for each subject or issue. If we put the cards that belong to other

materials or themes in the same shuffle, it could only lead to confusion.

It is recommended to put blank cards apart so that its usefulness would be
appropriated, for example, data is important if we want to remember and write
down what is being learnt and these must be organized for materials, units or
blocks, topics and sub-topics, but if utilized haphazardly, scoring data from

other subjects or topics will become confusing.

2. Use both sides of a card when it is appropriate.

For example, when it is needed to learn a new word of the vocabulary, type
the word on the rear part of the card. For vocabulary, for example, the noun
could be written down on the front side of the card and its meaning in Spanish
behind. Turn the cards from time to time. Sometimes you will see the noun
and this helps to remember its meaning in Spanish. At other times, seeing
the meaning would help us remember the noun. Doing it this way repeatedly,
the retention of information will be strengthened.

We can use a card for two reasons; as a retentive material for information or

for the purposes of learning new words.



3. Use didactic cards in different colors.

The use of colors may help us remember the distinctive characteristic of the
information on the card. For example, if you are using flashcards to remember
a new vocabulary, a different color for words that have different connotations.
Positive words such as charming, excellent and nutritious can go in blue or
green cards. Negative words as resentful, suspicious and threatened can go
in red or yellow. You can use neutral as white or light brown color to words
that are neutral (words that are not positive or even negative). The particular

color you choose doesn't matter as long as its use is constant.

In the cases mentioned above, the cards will be a distinctive track of
information. To remember a new vocabulary through flashcards, they will be
of different color to the words with special connotation, instead of writing
positive words, we will determine other colors for the negative words and, to
recognize words that are not positive or negative, their colors will be neutral

based on the decisions of the teacher.

a. lllustrative cards.

Draw images on a card or cut out pictures from a magazine and paste them
on the card. While there is more work to be done on the card regarding
something distinctive and interesting, it will be easier for you to remember the
information in the card. To illustrate the cards we draw in them pictures or
colorful cuts to paste them as something to denote interest and distinctive

and they will also be easy to recall.

b. Do not put too much information on a single card.

The biggest mistake students make is to put too much information on a single
didactic card. Each card must contain only data. It is not advisable to
accumulate too much information on a single card but, this is the error that is
more frequently made by students. Hence, it is seriously recommended that

each card contains an only data.



c. Always carry your cards.

Review your letters whenever you have a chance. For example, you can
review your cards while eating, while you are on the school bus, while waiting
in line, during long walks, in bed before sleep and so on. Please review your
flashcards on a daily basis as brushing your teeth or taking a shower.
Something that shouldn't be missing in our language classroom as support
or resource materials are cards and must be observed or read whenever we

can during our various daily activities to make this activity a habit.

d. Often change the order of the cards.

Shuffle the cards whenever the review is done with. Information on cards
can come in any order. If you always study the cards in the same order, it
will be difficult for you to remember a fact when is not in the order in which it
is always studied. To change the order of the cards, they must be shuffled
whenever they are reviewed, since thus, information is alternated and it

could remind us of its more difficult contents.

1.1.4 Skills that are developed with the use of flashcards

Navarro M.- the teaching and learning of vocabulary in English (2003)
states that in the first phase, the teacher must provide understandable
oral output so that students can exercise the ability to listen.

In this case this is has made of form indirect through a technical special with
a game of cards of language, where appear them illustrations along with its
representation written, also in these cards have written the word in English to
them students go relating the word written with the pronunciation, the learning
of a language foreign requires of the training of them four skills basic of it

communication:

Listening, speaking, Reading and writing, which present themselves as the
main objective of the teaching of English, in this sense the learning of

vocabulary has a direct impact with the acquisition of the four skills.



Developing receptive language skills listening and reading and productive

skills writing and hablar. (p. 620)

The flashcard must represent a concrete reality, in the form of photography,
drawing, symbol or Word, that is easy to perceive the student and attractive
to you. Equally important is having one large enough so the little ones can
see it clearly and that you place on a white background so it does not distract

the student with other elements.



A prominent aspect that should not be overlooked when applying this
teaching resource is the flashcard must be grouped by categories. Cards are
organized by concepts which have similar characteristics or which cover

within a broader concept: subjects, verbs and adjectives.

It is necessary to remember and recognize that at the beginning of the story

15 days only once or twice a day over the course of a week" (p. 77).

way that find it more convenient, according to the availability of time and
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space to carry it out, the users of this resource highlights the importance of
creating a good environment at the time of your application, without Visual
and auditory distractions that can divert your attention., stressing the
importance of motivating students prior to exposure to generate excitement

and show enthusiasm at the time of exposed images.

1.1.7 Method of review with flashcards or study sheets

"Garcia Carrasco, L - what you should learn before learning (2011)."
Says that the teaching resource developed by the German Sebastian
Leiter, uses tabs to review information at certain times of the phase of
study, that the review is not a technique that we use only in the case of
examinations, but always we are interested in learning" (p. 103).

Put in practice as soon as possible what we read or study is the best way to
ensure our memory, the review with flashcards from educational perspective
is a technique that is linked to memory and its components, within a
vocabulary this learning process phase of the study is significant because it
allows us to review and reaffirm the knowledge generated at certain times ,

1.1.8. Use of flashcards in English language classes

Johnson K-learn and teach languages foreign (1998). "It exposes that
the flashcards are an educational resource of common use in English

classes to levels of basic education and early childhood education,
they help us to introduce new vocabulary and to review and strengthen
the already studied vocabulary, we can use them at the beginning of
the session, as first contact and point to the previous meeting and
during or at the end of it to review the vocabulary seen before".
(p-280).

The present educational model that takes characteristics, both the teacher
and the student, agrees to the use of the flashcards is common in basic level
English classes since these are conducive to submit, review and strengthen
vocabulary, stressing that they are useful at any time during the study even

1.1.10 Cognitive theories of the learning that support the use of the

flashcards

Paivio a... -The theory of the Dual coding (dual coding theory) (1978)
"indicates that the Dual coding theory was first proposed by Allan
Paivio of the University of Western Ontario (Canada). The theory
proposes that the verbal and visual information is processed in the
human mind by different channels creating representations separate
information that is processed by each channel.

This theory is supported by evidence from research showing that memory for
some verbal information is enhanced if a relevant visual element is also
present or if the learner can imagine a visual image that accompany verbal
information. Equally, verbal information can frequently can be improved when

it joins with a visual, real or imaginary image.

The theory of the double coding or of it coding dual designates it existence of
two runways in the training of them processes verbal and not verbal of it
cognition. Cognition is multimodal and feeds, either process verbal and non-
verbal realities. Language acquires a singular value, because not only
intervenes at the verbal level, but it serves to identify and represent
symbolically the nonverbal realities. Therefore, within the cognitive system
appear two subsystems verbal differentiated by its ability of perception and
representation of images (non-verbal objects) and representation from the

logogenes (logogens).

The visual subsystem encodes and processes information through forms and
images, while the verbal encodes and processes the information through
logical ideas. The information allows establish connections referential or of

concepts between the sources verbal and non verbal.

Learning supported by the flashcards by means of cognitive theory gives way

sizes, designs, sounds and color, with these words to be abundant, we can
take them as a starting point and go spread, subentendiendo or expanding

meanings with other references or cognitive strategies.

1.2.3 Theories on the basic vocabulary acquisition

CERVERA. J acquisition and language development (2003) expresses that
the explanations about how one gets to the lexical competition, are not yet
sufficiently General to explain all phenomena, but are useful to better
understand how it is possible that students understand and produce
communicative intentions through the meanings that are linked with words

(and that in a few months will be combined morfosintacticamente).

It is necessary to recall that the functional acquisition of associative
mechanisms, is only possible if there is a shared activity, where, through
coordinated action of intent and reference, it is possible that initial signals,

according to the above principle, become symbolic representations (words)
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carried out according to a conventional system governed by rules, open to

the incorporation of new information and new grammar possibilities.

1.2.4 Nouns vocabulary

Salazar C. basic grammar and vocabulary (2009) "mentions that nouns
are very important in the vocabulary of English. They are essential many
times, since, if we write a letter or note, certainly that will be present.

Also when speak, them different prayers contain to these words that are refer
to objects or people and that almost always have some company, as for
example an adjective that it accompanies. They can refer to many things,
may have different genders or numbers, can appoint many or one, and can

be of either sex.

In the vocabulary, the noun has its relative importance, is one of the main

vocabulary and know use them in prayers , dialogues, compositions,

discussions, etc, in order to communicate well.

1.2.5 Learning English language

In the field of foreign language teaching has been becoming
increasingly more important the fact of integrating linguistic
competence and intercultural competence (Alvarez, 2011).

Currently the learning of the language English as a second language is very

useful. At early age, children have flexibility in the learning of the English
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language, since his brain allows the acquisition and therefore the teaching
materials should be used to achieve a better product and let your learning fun

and entertaining way (Ramirez, 2012).

Is worth mentioning that according to Cantarero (2010) the traditional
teaching of a second language or foreign language was limited only to the
memorization and repetition from the learner. But recently, it gave the
appearance of new theories and methodologies of learning of foreign
languages in which gestures has become Center of attention among linguists,

researchers, and teachers of languages.

Moreover, that learning a foreign language can weigh out through a
comprehensive approach in the contents which considers that the use of
relevant content contributes to improvement in language skills and cognitive,
academic, and social development. This methodology is based on the
premise that language is a means of learning contents and the contents are

a resource for learning the language (Gonzales and Sanchez, 2008).

» Sensory strategies: the vocabulary will be best retained if processed
through different sensory channels and they imply the vocabulary related
to a concrete physical action and management of concrete materials, to

improve memorization.
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Semantic strategies: the semantic processing of new vocabulary, analysis
and recognition of the "natural" associations with the rest of the
vocabulary, and the strengthening of such relations to improve
memorization. As mentioned example: analysis of the structure and form
of the word (syllables, root, etc).

Mnemonic strategies: they consist of 'artificial' relationships, associations
that is created becomes the student to perform an analysis of the word;
creating images or "scenarios" that contribute to improve the memory.
Knowledge of a Word includes various aspects since each lexical unit
encompasses several components loa continuation (Oster, 2009):
Semantic knowledge (the actual meaning of the word, including the
connotations and associations that it entails)

Knowledge about the form, which in turn includes the phonetic aspects
and graphic, as well as the composition of the smaller units lexical unit.
Knowledge about the unit lexical - that related to their use - includes the
grammatical functions of the same as well as the limitations of use.

The acquisition of vocabulary in English language is a complex process.
There are two types of vocabulary that Garcia (2009) mentioned below:
Passive or receptive vocabulary is that the speaker recognizes or
understands a message written or oral, but not used productively.

Great part of this vocabulary passive it made up words that have great
similarity with the Spanish and that the student can recognize in a text (for
example: history, intelligent, possible.)

The vocabulary active is the vocabulary that the speaker, in addition to
recognize and understand, also used in their productions.

INTRODUCCION

Durante las ultimas décadas del siglo XX surgieron investigaciones en el
area del aprendizaje de un segundo idioma donde se hace referencia a los
mecanismos o acciones que lleva a cabo el aprendiz para lograr el dominio
de una segunda lengua o una lengua extranjera. Esos mecanismos y/o
acciones se denominan estrategias de aprendizaje de una segunda lengua,
son aplicadas a una amplia variedad de tareas de este tipo de aprendizaje
y se extienden desde aquellas discretas o individuales hasta las complejas

y colectivas.

En los ultimos anos, numerosas investigaciones como las de Oxford (1990),
Rubin (1989), y O'Malley y Chamot (1990) (revisados y analizados en Cyr
(1998)) y otros estudios de Cohen y Aphek (1980), Lawson y Hogben
(1996), Gu y Johnson (1996), Norbert Schmitt (1998), Thomas Segler
(2001), se han centrado en el vocabulario destacando la importancia de su
adquisicion por parte de los aprendices, pues el mismo se considera vital
para desarrollar las destrezas de hablar, escuchar, leer y escribir. Al
respecto, Krashen y Terrell (1983) en Avila y Sadoski, (1996: 379)
consideran que “el dominio del vocabulario es un componente esencial en
la adquisicion de la lengua”, agregan que juega un papel determinante en
el éxito del salon de clase de un segundo idioma o idioma extranjero. Sin
embargo, se percibe en el ambito de las investigaciones sobre el
aprendizaje de una lengua, la idea de que la adquisicion del vocabulario es

un proceso complejo.

Las investigaciones sobre adquisicidon del vocabulario, entre las que
destacan las realizadas por Cohen y Aphek,(1980) Gu y Johnson,(1996)
Lawson y Hogben,(1996), Norbert Schmitt (1998) entre otros, arrojan
evidencias que indican que tal adquisicion parece depender de diferentes
procesos cognitivos, que van desde procesos memoristicos hasta el
establecimiento de asociaciones de elementos a ser aprendidos y donde
los conocimientos previos sobre la lengua juegan un papel de importancia.

Al respecto Schmitt y Schmitt revisado en Gu y Johnson (1996) consideran

que el aprendizaje de palabras requiere el uso de actividades mentales que
necesitan, a su vez, de pensamientos mas elaborados y de la manipulacion

y procesamiento de palabras.

Por su parte, Nation y Cohadi en Seglar (2001) hacen referencia al contexto
e indican que la riqueza de la informacion proveniente de un contexto puede
capacitar al lector para “adivinar’ o “acertar” de forma exitosa una palabra
desconocida, pero también sefalan que el lector no podria comprender el

texto si no conoce el significado de una palabra.

Para Seglar los aprendices aplican ciertos mecanismos al tener dificultad
para entender y recordar las palabras y sus significados durante el proceso
de aprendizaje de un segundo idioma, o también para almacenar de alguna
forma las palabras que ellos van descubriendo durante dicho proceso.
Segun este autor, esto guarda una estrecha relacion con las destrezas
receptivas y productivas del aprendiz para manejar el vocabulario, para lo
cual ellos deben recordar muy bien las palabras, reconocerlas o ser
capaces de intentar usarlas en el lenguaje oral o escrito. Es por ello que
cobra importancia y relevancia las estrategias que el aprendiz de un
segundo idioma pueda aplicar para adquirir el vocabulario, puesto que esto
tendra un impacto en la efectividad de las competencias que éste pueda

alcanzar (hablar, escuchar, leer y escribir).

Con relacion a las estrategias de aprendizaje en general, a partir de los
estudios de diferentes autores (Cyr, 1998 quien presenta una revision de
Oxford de 1990, de Rubin de los afos 1985,1987, y de Chamot y O Malley
de 1990; Cohen y Aphek, 1980; Gu y Jonson, 1996; Lawson y Hogben,
1996; Norbert Schmitt, 1998), se han planteado una gama de estrategias
para el dominio del vocabulario que aprendices de un segundo idioma
ponen en practica, bien sea a través del aprendizaje de las mismas, o por
el hecho de que el propio aprendiz las desarrolle. Este hecho, segun
Krashen (1989), parte de una razén practica y permite ver que, en el

aprendizaje de una lengua, el vocabulario representa un problema para el



aprendiz quien debe aplicar mecanismos o desarrollar conductas que le
permitan acceder al significado de las palabras. Esto evidencia de forma
clara el significativo papel que, para el aprendiz de un segundo idioma,
desempena la adquisicion del vocabulario. Las experiencias de aprendices
corroboran el hecho de dedicar mayor tiempo para conocer el significado

de las palabras.

Partiendo de la consideracion que sostiene que los aprendices de una
segunda lengua destinan mayor tiempo y esfuerzo en el dominio del
vocabulario, independientemente del contexto sociocultural donde el
aprendizaje de una lengua toma lugar, se hace pertinente conocer las
estrategias que aplican los aprendices para lograr el dominio del mismo. Es
por ello que se pretende hacer este estudio para conocer la actuacion de
los aprendices de un segundo idioma en cuanto a las estrategias para

lograr la adquisicion del vocabulario.



CAPITULO |
1. MARCO TEORICO
1.1 Las Flashcards

1.1.1 Flashcards como herramienta de aprendizaje.

Garcia F.-Manual para el Docente Bilingie (2010) “Comenta que las
flashcards son herramientas maravillosas para la ensefnanza, ofrecen
diversidn y juegos interactivos de aprendizaje, para todos los niveles de la

educacion, o para todos los sujetos o estudiantes.

A menudo son creadas por los maestros o adquiridas por quien las requiera,
las flashcards ayudan a despejar y mantener activa la mente, descubren
habilidades de toda indole, ayudan en trabajos de analisis avanzados, y
también en la interaccion a través de: juegos hablados y escritos,
despiertan habilidades de escuchar en todos los idiomas y edades, las
flashcards vienen en una variedad de formas, tamanos y materiales. A
menudo tienen espacio en ellas para insertar las respuestas de los

estudiantes; éstas pueden ser personalizadas.

La gente puede ser creativa al elaborar tarjetas, por ejemplo, los usos de
tarjetas flash introducen la redaccion de calculos matematicos en un lado y
las respuestas en el otro; o, el desarrollo de preguntas en unlado y la
guia con imagenes o fotos en el otro con puntos suspensivos para que alli
se coloque la respuesta, otros agregan colores en las tarjetas [con
marcadores, lapices, pinturas, tizas, etc.;] y luego o el sombreado con
rapidografos de escarcha o brillos dando asi mayor realce y ademas un
sentido de diversion, de tal forma que son los estudiantes los que cosechan
los beneficios 0 recompensas con este recurso didactico que son las
flashcards” pg (65).

Las habilidades que aprenden o desarrollan los estudiantes con el empleo
de las flashcards o reurso didactico, son multiples, al desarrollar su

capacidad mental, al asociar vocabulario y al participar interactivamente



con conocimientos nuevos adquiridos con éstas practicas cada vez mas
familiares, de facil uso, manejo y mucho mas, también los padres se
benefician al tener este recurso o herramientas las flashcards en sus manos
para ayudar a sus hijos en cualquier aprendizaje, ejemplo; la preparacion

de examenes.

Las flashcards son herramientas que se las pueden presentar tanto con
pequenas imagenes las mismas que se las pueden traducir o ampliar a
imagenes grandes, también son los maestros los beneficiados con éstas
tarjetas, las flashcards por su gran variedad en presentaciones, tamafos,
materiales, comodidad al transportarlas, etc; las cuales ayudaran inclusive
en los estudios dirigidos o de refuerzo, al utilizarlas en forma escrita e
ilustradas en sus dos lados conformandose asi un equipo social
estudiante-maestro. Las flashcards pueden ser compradas o elaboradas
con creatividad, al gusto de cada quien. Resultando asi bastante
econdmicas y por tanto ajustandose a los presupuestos familiares de todos
los niveles de ingresos, estas tarjetas ofrecen oportunidades para ampliar
aprendizajes llegando asi, hasta a la interaccion familiar y de toda indole

social.

1.1.2 Las flashcard fichas o tarjetas

Sanches Cortes.A - Quantum Flash cards. (2010) “Define como el origen o
cimiento de gran utilidad para elaborar nuevos vocabularios del idioma
inglés mediante la confeccidn de éstas, con dibujos — palabras — vocales —
siglas — imagenes - formatos de preguntas y respuestas traducciones —

férmulas - fotos - datos historicos - saludos - mensajes cortos” pg (7).

Ellas nos brindan muchas ventajas atractivas y motivadoras que llaman la
atencion a todos, mas aun a los estudiantes, las mismas que al ser
elaboradas con variedad de colores y en diversos materiales como son:

cartulinas, papeles diversos, plasticos, fomix, telas cuero, etc.



Todo esto, de facil adquisicidén, precios bajos y comodidad hasta para
transportarlas, plasmadas en ellas una infinidad de dibujos acordes a la
ocasion para desarrollar a plenitud la ensefanza-aprendizaje del
vocabulario del idioma inglés , creando un ambiente de expectativas con
posibilidades de ejercitar practicamente el aprendizaje, la memorizacion, la
creatividad, el aumento de la inteligencia, facilitandose asi el trabajo en
clase, tanto para el profesor cuanto para los estudiantes; el tamafo de las
flashcards varian dependiendo de la ocasion y la utilidad, asi como de los

elementos a mostrarse en ellas con ilustraciones.

1.1.3 Como usar tarjetas didacticas para recordar informacion

Dr. Mangrum — Strichart .- Learning Resources (1994) “Explican
que las tarjetas didacticas son faciles de hacer, de usar y son
una gran herramienta para recordar informacién también nos
dan algunas estrategias para ayudarnos a aprovechar al
maximo estos recursos didacticos”. Pgs. (21 - 22).

1. Haga tarjetas a medida que aprende y estudia.

Lleve siempre consigo una cantidad de tarjetas en blanco, cada vez que
encuentre un dato que desea recordar, escriba la informacion en una
tarjeta. Organice sus tarjetas en barajas, una para cada tema o materia. Si
pone las tarjetas pertenecientes a otras materias o temas en la misma

baraja, soélo lograra confundirse.

Se recomiendan usar tarjetas en blanco a manera de barajas para que su
utilidad sea muy adecuada ejemplo cada vez que se encuentre datos de
importancia y que se desee recordar se las escriba en ellas, las cuales
deben encontrarse organizadas ya sea por materias, unidades o bloques,
temas y subtemas, pero si se abusa con ellas anotando
desorganizadamente datos de otras materias o temas éstas llegaran a ser

confusas.



2. Use ambos lados de una tarjeta cuando sea apropiado.

Por ejemplo, cuando se aprenda una nueva palabra del vocabulario,
escriba la palabra en la parte trasera de la tarjeta. Para vocabulario, por
ejemplo, podria escribir un sustantivo en el frente y su significado en
espanol en la parte trasera. Dele vuelta a las tarjetas de vez en cuando. A
veces vera el sustantivo y debera recordar su significado en espanol. Otras
veces vera el significado y debera recordar el sustantivo. Al hacerlo de esta

manera se fortalecera su retentiva de la informacion.

Podemos utilizar una tarjeta por los dos lados, como material retentivo de
informacién o para aprender palabras nuevas; ejemplo, para recordar
sustantivos, en el frente de la tarjeta escribiremos el sustantivo; en el
anverso ira el significado en espanol, de tal manera que los estudiantes
haran el juego de constantemente dar la vuelta hasta retener la informacion

requerida y afianzarla.

3. Use tarjetas didacticas en diferentes colores.

Use colores como pistas para ayudarle a recordar una caracteristica
distintiva de la informacion en la tarjeta. Por ejemplo, si esta usando tarjetas
didacticas para recordar palabras de vocabulario, use un color diferente
para palabras que tengan diferentes connotaciones. Palabras positivas
tales como encantador, excelente y nutritivo pueden ir en tarjetas azules o
verdes. Palabras negativas como rencoroso, sospechoso y amenazado
pueden ir en rojo o amarillo. Puede usar colores neutros como blanco o
marron claro para palabras que sean neutrales (palabras que no sean ni
positivas ni negativas). Los colores particulares que usted escoja no

importan mientras que su uso sea constante.

Las tarjetas de colores seran una pista distintiva de informacién Ejemplo.
Para recordar palabras de vocabularios las tarjetas didacticas seran de
color diferente al de las palabras con connotacidn especial, en cambio para
escribir palabras positivas determinaremos otro color que las de las

negativas, asi como para reconocer palabras que no sean positivas ni



negativas, sus colores seran neutros o particulares acordes a las

decisiones que tome el maestro.

1. llustre las tarjetas.

Dibuje imagenes en una tarjeta o recorte dibujos de una revista y péguelos
en la tarjeta. Mientras mas trabaje para hacer de la tarjeta algo distintiva e
interesante, mas facil sera para usted recordar la informacion en la tarjeta.
Para ilustrar las tarjetas debemos dibujar en ellas imagenes o aplicar
recortes coloridos para pegar en ellas como algo que denote interés y

distintivo asi su provecho sera de facil recordacion.

2. No ponga demasiada informacion en una sola tarjeta.

El error mas grande que cometen los estudiantes es poner demasiada
informacion en una sola tarjeta didactica. Cada tarjeta debera contener sélo
un dato. No es aconsejable acumular demasiada informacién en una sola
tarjeta, pero este, es el error mas frecuente en los estudiantes, lo mas

recomendable seria que cada tarjeta contenga un solo dato

3. Lleve consigo sus tarjetas siempre.

Repase sus cartas cada vez que tenga una oportunidad. Por ejemplo,
puede repasar sus tarjetas mientras come, mientras va en el autobus
escolar, mientras espera en fila, durante largos paseos, en la cama antes
de dormirse, y asi. Haga del repaso una flashcards diaria como lavarse los
dientes o ducharse. Algo que no nos debe faltar como material de apoyo o
recurso didactico son las tarjetas, a las cuales las debemos observar o leer
cada vez que podamos y en nuestras diversas actividades diarias, para

que esta actividad se convierta en un habito.

4. Cambie el orden de las tarjetas frecuentemente.

Baraje las tarjetas cada vez que las repase. La informacién de sus tarjetas
puede venir en cualquier orden. Si siempre estudia las tarjetas en el mismo
orden, sera dificil para usted recordar un dato cuando no esté en el orden

en el cual lo estudié. Para cambiar el orden de las tarjetas a estas se las



debe barajar cada vez que se repasa, puesto que asi se alterna la

informacion y se podra recordar su contenido mas dificil.

1.1.4 Destrezas que se desarrollan con el uso de las flashcards

Navarro M.- La Ensenanza-Aprendizaje del Vocabulario en
Inglés (2003) “Aporta que en la primera fase, la profesora
debera proporcionar salida oral de manera comprensible para
que los estudiantes puedan ejercitar la habilidad de escuchar.

En este caso esto se ha realizado de forma indirecta a través de una técnica
especial con un juego de tarjetas de idioma, donde aparecen las
ilustraciones junto con su representacion escrita, ademas en estas tarjetas
hemos escrito la palabra en inglés para que los estudiantes vayan
relacionando la palabra escrita con la pronunciacién, el aprendizaje de una
lengua extranjera requiere del entrenamiento de las cuatro destrezas

basicas de la comunicacion:

Listening, speaking Reading y writing, las cuales se presentan como el
principal objetivo de la ensefanza del inglés, en este sentido el aprendizaje
del vocabulario incide directamente con la adquisicion de las cuatro
destrezas. Desarrollando las destrezas receptivas del lenguaje escuchar y

leer y las destrezas productivas escribir y hablar. pg (620)

Es evidente que el papel del maestro es mantener la capacidad de
almacenamiento de conocimientos en los estudiantes mediante una
concientizacion de repasos orales para asi ejercitar la habilidad de
escuchar, esto en forma indirecta, lo cual y acorde a las ilustraciones
presentadas en las flashcards debidamente ilustradas con
representaciones organizadas de signos escritos, iran a convertirse en
vocabularios didacticos compuestos por términos técnicos especificos o
estilos de todo lenguaje para ejercer su funcién de comunicacion correcta,
clara, simple, precisa concisa Yy expresiva, pero con diferentes matices

segun el papel del lenguaje sea éste, hablado o escrito, los que vayan a
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contribuir en las destrezas basicas de la comunicacion en inglés, siendo

éstas listening, speaking, Reading y writing.

1.1.5 Aplicacion de las flashcards

Glenn D.-Cémo Multiplicar la Inteligencia de sus Estudiantes
(2009). “Indica que el docente debe situarse delante del
estudiante con las tarjetas en la mano y se las muestra una a
una, a intervalos de un segundo. A la vez, enuncia el término que
se representa en el flashcards.

En un principio parece sencillo, pero para que el recurso sea efectivo debe
aplicarse con unas determinadas premisas, para que puedan alcanzar su

objetivo, las flashcards deben cumplir una serie de requisitos.

No hay que mostrar a los estudiantes imagenes elegidas al azar, sino que
la informacion de éstas tiene que ser precisa, simple y clara, contener un

unico dato y no dar lugar a ambigtiedad.

Las flashcards deben representar una realidad concreta, en forma de
fotografia, dibujo, simbolo o palabra, que sea facil de percibir por parte del
estudiante y le resulte atractiva. Igual de importante es que tengan un
tamano suficiente para que los mas pequefos lo puedan ver de forma clara
y que se situe sobre un fondo blanco para que no distraiga al estudiante

con otros elementos.

Un aspecto destacado que no hay que pasar por alto en el momento de
aplicar este recurso didactico es que los flashcards deben estar agrupados
por categorias. Las tarjetas se organizan por conceptos que tengan
caracteristicas similares o que se engloben dentro de un concepto mas

amplio: sujetos, verbos, adjetivos.

Es necesario recordar y reconocer que en los comienzos de la historia el
problema de la ensefanza no existia porque los seres humanos aprendian

espontaneamente solo observando a los adultos y mas tarde tomando parte
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de este grupo, a éste lo considerabamos como el unico recurso directo para
que luego aparezca el lenguaje didactico con lecciones- disertaciones, con

preguntas y respuestas.

En cambio en la actualidad el docente aplica las flashcards como recurso
didactico adaptado a un método unico y universal creado por el como
pedagogo siendo él, quien elabora sus propios recursos cuando esta
convencido de que las flashcards daran resultado con validez y orientaran
asi su labor, tomando en cuenta que no hayan distracciones visuales y
auditivas que puedan desviar su atencion, el maestro elabora un proceso
exhaustivo de utilizacién de éste recurso didactico con pasos que dan un
resultado positivo como lo analizamos en el parrafo cientifico inmediato

anterior.

1.1.6 ;Cuantas veces hay que ensenar las flashcards para que el

estudiante las fije en su cerebro?

Glenn D.-Cémo Multiplicar la Inteligencia de sus Estudiantes
(2009).

“Comenta que siempre dependera en parte de las caracteristicas
cognitivas de cada alumno en particular.

Pero el trabajo realizado durante todos estos anos con el recurso
apunta a que basta con mostrar la flashcards 15 veces para que
el estimulo quede fijado en la memoria, no consiste en mostrar
15 veces seguidas la misma tarjeta, sino en hacerlo de forma
repetida en un espacio de tiempo determinado, es decir ensenar
cada categoria tres veces al dia durante cinco dias seguidos,
mostrando cada grupo una sola vez a lo largo de 15 dias, o dos
veces al dia en el transcurso de una semana” pg. (77).

El responsable de aplicar este recurso didactico puede combinar estas
variables del modo que le resulte mas conveniente, segun la disponibilidad
de tiempo y espacio para llevarlo a cabo, los usuarios de este recurso
destacan la importancia de crear un entorno adecuado en el momento de
su aplicacion, sin distracciones visuales y auditivas que puedan desviar su

atencion., recalcando la importancia de motivar a los estudiantes antes de
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la exposicidbn para generar expectacidon y mostrar entusiasmo en el

momento de exponer las imagenes.

1.1.7 Método de repaso con fichas de estudio o flashcards

Garcia Carrasco, L - Lo que deberias Aprender antes de
Aprender (2011).” Manifiesta que el recurso didactico ideado por
el aleman Sebastian Leiter, usa fichas para repasar la
informacién en determinados momentos de la fase de estudio,
que el repaso no es una técnica que debamos utilizar
unicamente en caso de examenes, sino siempre que estemos
interesados en aprender” pg (103).

Poner en practica lo antes posible lo que leemos o estudiamos es la mejor
manera de garantizar nuestro recuerdo, el repaso con flashcards desde la
perspectiva educativa constituye una técnica que esta ligada a la
memoria y a sus componentes , dentro del proceso del aprendizaje de un
vocabulario ésta etapa del estudio es significativa ya que nos permite
revisar y reafirmar los conocimientos generados en determinados
momentos , de esta manera es recomendable siempre, repasar en los

momentos de mayor probabilidad para recordar .

La mal interpretacion del significado de repaso es un factor que ha
perjudicado a la educacion hoy por hoy se cree que el repaso, no es una
técnica que debamos utilizar cuando éste, es el enlace entre la memoria y
el conocimiento, por tal razon el repaso debe ser afianzado en el proceso

ensefanza -aprendizaje del idioma inglés.

Existen muchos beneficios de repasar con flashcards entre ellos el reafirma
miento del vocabulario, la certeza y seguridad del recuerdo del vocabulario
comprendido, el ahorro del tiempo al no repasar lo ya aprendido.

1.1.8 Uso de flashcards en las clases de inglés

Johnson K - Aprender y Ensefiar Lenguas Extranjeras (1998).
“‘Expone que las flashcards son un recurso didactico de uso
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comun en las clases de inglés a niveles de Educacion Basica y
Educacion Infantil, éstas nos sirven para presentar nuevo
vocabulario y para repasar y afianzar el vocabulario ya
estudiado, podemos utilizarlas al principio de la sesion, como
primer contacto y punto de enlace con la sesion anterior y
durante o al final de la misma para repasar el vocabulario visto
con anterioridad”. pg (280).

El modelo educativo presente que toma caracteristicas esenciales, tanto
del docente como del estudiante, concuerda en que el uso de las flashcards
es comun en las clases de inglés de nivel basico ya que éstas son propicias
para presentar, repasar y afianzar vocabulario, destacando que son utiles
en cualquier momento del estudio mas aun de un idioma extranjero,
denotando la factibilidad para realizar un sin numero de actividades

individuales, en pareja o grupales.

En muchas ocasiones es mal entendido el uso de las flashcards en el aula
se cree, que la utilizacion de éstas, es mondétona, sincronizada y sujeta a
un proceso repetitivo cuando ésta técnica es altamente motivadora,

participativa para los estudiantes.

1.1.9 Ventajas de usar flashcards

Tomando en cuenta caracteristicas y funciones tanto del maestro como del
estudiante se establece los siguientes aportes del uso de las flashcards
Entregan diversion y aprendizaje interactivo para todos los niveles de

educacion.

Son muy econdémicas y pueden ser creadas facilmente por los profesores,

de acuerdo a las necesidades de los estudiantes

No presentan problemas técnicos, ya que son faciles de manipular y

guardar.

Ayudan con las habilidades de la memoria, entre otras.
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Son muy utiles para presentar vocabularios.

Las flashcards como recursos didacticos son un gran aporte a la educacion
en especial al aprendizaje de un idioma extranjero, ya que, con su facil
elaboracion y su bajo costo se han vuelto un recurso ideal para la

ensefianza del inglés.

1.1.10 Teorias cognitivas del aprendizaje que sustentan el uso de las

flashcards

Paivio A..- Lateoria de la Codificacion Dual (dual coding theory)
(1978) “Senala que la teoria de la Codificacion Dual fue
propuesta inicialmente por Allan Paivio de la Universidad de
Western Ontario (Canada). La teoria propone que la informacion
visual y la verbal se procesan en la mente humana por canales
diferentes creando representaciones separadas para la
informacion que se procesa por cada canal.

Esta teoria se apoya en evidencia proveniente de investigaciones que
muestran que la memoria para alguna informacién verbal se acrecienta si
un elemento visual relevante esta también presente o si el aprendiz puede
imaginar una imagen visual que acompafe la informacion verbal.
Igualmente, la informacion verbal con frecuencia se puede mejorar cuando

se une con una imagen visual, real o imaginaria.

La teoria de la doble codificacion o de la codificacion dual sefala la
existencia de dos cauces en la formacion de los procesos verbales y no
verbales de la cognicién. La cognicion es multimodal y se nutre,
indistintamente, de procesos verbales y de realidades no verbales. La
lengua adquiere un valor singular, porque no solo interviene en el plano de
lo verbal, sino que sirve para identificar y representar simbdlicamente las
realidades no verbales. Por consiguiente, dentro del sistema cognitivo
aparecen dos subsistemas diferenciados por su capacidad de percepcion y
representacion de imagenes (objetos no verbales) y de representacion

verbales a partir de los logogenes (logogens).
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El subsistema visual codifica y procesa informacion a través de formas e
imagenes, mientras que el verbal codifica y procesa la informacién
mediante ideas loégicas. La informacion permite establecer conexiones

referenciales o de conceptos entre las fuentes verbales y no verbales.

El aprendizaje sustentado por las flashcards mediante la teoria cognitiva da
paso a una codificacion dual de informacién visual - verbal, que es la que
se procesa en la mente humana y por canales diferentes, los conocimientos
reales con evidencias que provienen de las investigaciones de algunas
informaciones se acreditan si un elemento visual es relevante y esta
presente o si el aprendizaje puede crear imagenes visuales acompanadas
de informaciones verbales que pueden mejorar cuando éstas se unan con
algo real o también imaginario, esta doble codificacion verbal y no verbal
se nutre, adquiriendo un valor singular con representacion simbolica
apareciendo asi la representacion de imagenes con informacién de ideas

l6gicas y reflexivas que den paso a la creatividad.

1.2 El vocabulario

Civera .P.- Vocabulario Basico de la Lengua Inglesa. (2004).
“‘Declara que un amplio conjunto de palabras agrupadas por
temas, con su pronunciacion y correspondiente traduccion usual,
en espanol.

Da paso a la adquisicidén del vocabulario que tiene gran importancia en el
aprendizaje, ya que facilita en gran manera la fluidez en la expresion y

mejora la comprension.

¢ De cual de las formas siguientes se espera o se exige que los estudiantes
desarrollen su vocabulario? mediante la simple exposicion de palabras y
expresiones hechas, utilizando flashcards con caracter hablado y escrito;
la busqueda de estos términos en las tarjetas por parte del alumno, o

preguntando el vocabulario a los estudiantes, etc., segun sea necesario en
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tareas y actividades concretas; mediante la inclusion del vocabulario en el
contexto, por ejemplo: con textos, y de este modo, mediante la subsiguiente
reutilizacion de ese vocabulario en ejercicios, actividades de exploracion
didactica, etc.; presentando palabras acompafiadas de apoyo visual
(imagenes, gestos y mimica, acciones demostrativas, representaciones de
objetos reales, etc.); mediante la memorizacion de listas de palabras;
acompanadas de su traduccion; explorando campos semanticos
ensefando a los estudiantes a usar flashcard; explicando estructuras
|éxicas y practicando su aplicacion (por ejemplo: formacion de palabras,
composiciones, expresiones de palabras relacionadas, verbos con régimen
preposicional, modismos, etc.); mediante el estudio mas o menos
sistematico de la distinta distribucion de los rasgos semanticos en L1 y en

L2 (semantica contrastiva).

Los usuarios del Marco de referencia pueden tener presente y, en su caso,
determinar: Como se presentan los elementos de vocabulario (forma y

significado) a los estudiantes y cobmo los aprenden” Pg (108)

Por lo expuesto podemos evidenciar que el proceso de comunicacién en la
ensenanza del Inglés integra a alguien que enseia y a alguien que aprende
siendo natural que este proceso se realice siempre en situacion real ya sea
mediante sistemas individualizados, socializados y socio-individualizados
comprendiéndose que esta situacion social presupone una interaccion
social y mental que pre exige la comunicacion como proceso de transmision
de ideas. Sin embargo, es preciso considerar que, muchas veces, la
comunicacién toca la sensibilidad y asi procura formar actitudes vy
opiniones, se dice que también los estudios clasicos referentes a la
comunicacidon acostumbran a sefalar en ese proceso tres aspectos: educar
o informa (llamado a la inteligencia); promocionar el recurso (persuadir) y

divertir. (lamado a la afectividad),

Estos son aspectos que interactuan para realizar ejercicios y actividades

de exploracién didactica con apoyos visuales gestos, mimicas y acciones
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demostrativas que representen objetos reales por ejemplo las flashcards
como un recurso innovador son las que dan paso a la memorizacion de
listas de palabras en el campo semantico con el objetivo de englobar asi

una comunicacion masiva.

1.2.1 Las imagenes en el aprendizaje del vocabulario

Norbis G.- Didactica y Estructura de los Medios Audio Visuales
(1971). “Manifiesta que con la imagen se aprende, se descubre,
se entiende y conoce, por esto ellas, no deben ser utilizadas
solamente para reforzar o subrayar lo que la palabra nos refleja”

pg 14.

Son un aporte invalorable en la tarea aulica como recurso didactico muy
eficiente tanto para la ensefianza como para el aprendizaje del vocabulario,
una serie de enfoques sobre ensefianza del vocabulario del inglés, estan
basadas en el uso de las flashcards con imagenes del mundo que nos
rodea, con mensajes de lo cual el cerebro se encarga de ordenar
pensamientos y estructurar imagenes obtenidas por la observacidon para
procesar informaciones y transformarlas posteriormente en conocimientos

que vendran a enriquecer el aprendizaje del vocabulario.

1.2.2 Léxico

El concepto de vocabulario encierra varios significados que permiten que
la palabra sea utilizada en diversos ambientes de linguistica, vocabulario

es el vocabulario de un idioma o region, el diccionario de una lengua.

El vocabulario permite hablar de categorias Iéxicas (donde estan incluidas
las palabras con clase abierta para generar nuevos términos) y categorias
funcionales (palabras con funcidon puramente gramatical para sefalar las

relaciones entre los componentes de un predicado).

El vocabulario pasivo, por otra parte, es el que forma parte de la

comprension del hablante. El vocabulario activo, en cambio, es usado en el
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habla cotidiana. La jerga es el vocabulario que incluye el vocabulario de un

determinado grupo social.

La disciplina de la linglistica que se encarga de analizar los principios
tedricos del vocabulario y la técnica de composicion de éstos, se conoce
como lexicografia. Su objetivo es explicar las unidades Iéxicas de un
lenguaje. La lexicologia es otra disciplina de este ambito, aunque su funcién

se limita a recopilar de forma sistematica estas unidades léxicas.

1.2.2.1 Léxico basico

LEBAPESCO.- vocabulario basico escolar costarricense (2000).
“‘Expone que encontramos en el vocabulario la forma mas
frecuente de uso de los maestros frente a los estudiantes, que
los sustantivos seguidos de verbos y de adjetivos, son el
vocabulario basico que debe poseer todo alumno de este nivel,
ademas que, éstos deben ser aprovechados por los profesores
en especial del area de inglés, para mediante esta identificacion
especifica de palabras con categoria gramatical, ir basando su
planificacién de la ensefianza — aprendizaje del vocabulario del
idioma inglés” pg(160).

Cuando se trabaja con el vocabulario de nivel basico debemos tomar muy
en cuenta que esta compuesto por sustantivos, verbos y adjetivos, que
estas categorias léxicas son las que debemos desarrollar en el alumno
mediante una programacién secuencial e integrada de ejercicios y
actividades que nos permitan enriquecer los mismos, encontrando asi la
adquisicién de logros propuestos, al aprovechar en primer lugar los
sustantivos como primeras palabras del habla del ser humano, porque
éstas hacen referencias a los objetos de su entorno, juntando a la vez
lugares, formas , tamanos, dibujos, sonidos y color, con estas palabras al
ser abundantes, podemos tomarlas como punto de partida e ir extendiendo,
subentendiendo o ampliando significados con otras referencias o

estrategias cognitivas.
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1.2.3 Teorias sobre la adquisicion del vocabulario

CERVERA. J Adquisicion y Desarrollo del Lenguaje (2003) Manifiesta que
las explicaciones sobre como se llega a la competencia Iéxica, no son
todavia suficientemente generales para explicar todos los fenémenos, pero
son utiles para comprender mejor como es posible que los estudiantes
comprendan y produzcan intenciones comunicativas mediante los
significados que se vinculan con palabras (y que en pocos meses seran

combinadas morfosintacticamente).

Es necesario recordar que solo es posible la adquisicion funcional de los
mecanismos asociativos, si se produce una actividad compartida, donde,
mediante acciones coordinadas de intencidon y referencia, es posible que
las sefales iniciales, siguiendo los principio mencionados, se conviertan en
representaciones simbdlicas (palabras) realizadas segun un sistema
convencional regido por reglas, abierto a la incorporacion de nueva

informacion y nuevas posibilidades gramaticales.

1.2.4 Los sustantivos en el vocabulario

Salazar C. gramatica basica y vocabulario (2009) “Menciona que
los sustantivos son muy importantes en el vocabulario del inglés.
Ellos resultan imprescindibles muchas veces, ya que, si
escribimos una carta o nota, sin duda que estaran presentes.

También cuando hablamos, las diferentes oraciones contendran a estas
palabras que se refieren a objetos o personas y que casi siempre tienen
alguna compania, como por ejemplo un adjetivo que lo acompana. Ellos
pueden referirse a muchas cosas, pueden tener diferentes géneros o
numeros, pueden nombrar a muchos 0 a uno y pueden ser de cualquier

SeXo.

En el vocabulario, el sustantivo tiene su relativa importancia, es uno de los

personajes principales y puede ocupar muchos lugares o funciones,
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tenemos sustantivos propios y comunes, contables e incontables y muchos

mas” pg (20).

Los sustantivos en inglés pueden ser masculinos, femeninos o neutros: Son
masculinos los nombres de varones y los de animales de sexo masculino,
son femeninos los nombres de mujeres y los de animales de sexo femenino,
son neutros los nombres de objetos inanimados y las clasificaciones son
simples, lo importante es conocer y destacar la importancia de cada clase
de sustantivo en favor del vocabulario y saber emplearlos en oraciones,
dialogos, composiciones, conversaciones, etc, con el fin de comunicarnos

bien.

1.2.5 Aprendizaje del idioma inglés

En el ambito de la ensefianza de lenguas extranjeras ha ido
cobrando cada vez mas importancia el hecho de integrar la
competencia lingtiistica y la competencia intercultural (Alvarez,
2011).

En la actualidad el aprendizaje del idioma inglés como segunda lengua es
muy util. En la edad temprana, los nifios tienen flexibilidad en el aprendizaje
del idioma inglés, ya que su cerebro permite la adquisicion del mismo y por
ello se debe utilizar los materiales didacticos para lograr un mejor producto

y permitirles su aprendizaje de forma divertida y amena (Ramirez, 2012).

Cabe mencionar que segun Cantarero (2010) la ensefanza tradicional de
una segunda lengua o lengua extranjera se limitaba solamente a la
memorizacion y repeticion por parte del alumno. Pero recientemente, se dio
el aparecimiento de nuevas teorias y metodologias del aprendizaje de las
lenguas extranjeras en la que los gestos se ha convertido en centro de

atencion entre linguistas, investigadores y docentes de lenguas.

Ademas, que el aprendizaje de una lengua extranjera puede levarse a cabo

mediante un enfoque integral en los contenidos que considera que la
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utilizacién de contenidos relevantes contribuye tanto a la mejora en la
competencia linguistica como al desarrollo cognitivo, académico y social.
Esta metodologia se basa en la premisa de que la lengua es un medio para
aprender contenidos y los contenidos son un recurso para aprender la

lengua (Gonzales y Sanchez, 2008).

Para la ensehanza y aprendizaje del idioma inglés son bastantes las
metodologias que se pueden implementar tales como la Realia, la
Respuesta Fisica Total (TPR), la Sugestopedia, Silentway y The natural
approach; pero se puede destacar que la metodologia Realia son las mas
adecuadas para trabajar con edades tempranas, pues les permite al nifio
interactuar con su entorno y al mismo tiempo desarrollar sus habilidades
fisicas dentro de un ambiente agradable y divertido (Fierro y Suarez, 2011).

Ventajas del aprendizaje del idioma inglés:

* Ayudar a reflexionar sobre el propio lenguaje

» Acceder a bibliografia propia de otras materias en idioma original

» Facilitar la comunicacién con hablantes de otros lenguajes;

» Proporcionar herramientas que permitan la insercién en el mundo del
trabajo

+ Conocer otras culturas y ampliar la propia visién del mundo.

Ademas, la aplicacién de material didactico para impartir un segundo
idioma constituye una herramienta basica que permite vincular al docente
y al estudiante con la realidad o entorno. Esto es importante, ya que al no
ser nuestra lengua, ésta requiere de herramientas utiles en el aula que
permita su comprension y adaptacion por parte de los estudiantes
(Ramirez, 2012) los cuales que van desde el audiolingliismo a los cantos
de jazz, considerando la orientacion practica y tedrica indispensable para
el analisis y comprension del idioma y para esto, las estructuras
gramaticales y el vocabulario son cuidadosamente seleccionados y
clasificados por su dificultad para obtener el enfoque correcto de

enseflanza-aprendizaje.
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1.2.6 Adquisiciéon de vocabulario

Tener un vocabulario amplio es esencial para la comprension de una

lengua extranjera.

Sin embargo, las frecuentes criticas de la practica de aprender vocabulario
en forma de listas como si fueran equivalencias univocas indican
claramente que no se trata unicamente de una cuestion cuantitativa sino
sobre todo cualitativa (Oster, 2009).

La adquisicién del vocabulario del idioma inglés es el aprendizaje de un
conjunto de palabras que es hablada o utilizada por una persona o grupo

de personas.

Hay varias estrategias de aprendizaje y memorizacion de vocabulario, las

cuales son descritas a continuacion (Leviny Pressley, 1985):

+ Las estrategias de repeticion: Relacionada con la accion de decir en
voz alta, repetir o describir la misma palabra hasta memorizarla y no
supone ningun grado de elaboracion por parte del estudiante.

* Las estrategias sensoriales: El vocabulario sera mejor retenido si se
procesa a través de diferentes canales sensoriales e implican la
relacion del vocabulario con una accion fisica concreta y el manejo de
materiales concretos, para mejorar la memorizacion.

+ Las estrategias Semanticas: El procesamiento semantico del nuevo
vocabulario, en su analisis y reconocimiento de las asociaciones
"naturales" que tiene con el resto del vocabulario, y en la potenciacion
de dichas relaciones para mejorar la memorizacion. Como ejemplo se
menciona: Analisis de la estructura y forma de la palabra (silabas, raiz,
etc).

+ Las estrategias mnemotécnicas: Consisten en el establecimiento de
relaciones "artificiales", asociaciones creadas es decir se hace que el
estudiante realice un analisis de la palabra; creando imagenes o

"escenarios" que contribuyen a mejoran la memoria.
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El conocimiento de una palabra incluye distintos aspectos debido a que
cada unidad léxica abarca varios componentes loa continuacion (Oster,
2009):

El conocimiento semantico (el significado propiamente dicho de la
palabra, incluidas las connotaciones y asociaciones que esta conlleva)
El conocimiento sobre la forma, que a su vez incluye los aspectos
fonéticos y grafico, asi como la composicion de la unidad Iéxica de
unidades mas pequenas.

El conocimiento sobre la unidad léxica —aquel relacionado con su uso—
comprende las funciones gramaticales de la misma asi como las
limitaciones de su uso.

La adquisicion de vocabulario en lengua inglesa es un proceso
complejo. Existen dos tipos de vocabulario que Garcia (2009) menciona
a continuacion:

El vocabulario pasivo o receptivo es aquel que el hablante reconoce o
comprende en un mensaje oral o escrito, pero que no usa de forma
productiva.

Gran parte de este vocabulario pasivo lo componen palabras que tienen
gran similitud con el espanol y que el alumno puede reconocer en un
texto (por ejemplo: history, intelligent, possible.)

El vocabulario activo es el vocabulario que el hablante, ademas de
reconocer y comprender, también utiliza en sus producciones.
Ademas, el vocabulario puede constar de una o mas palabras y pueden
separarse segun el tipo de palabra. Existen subtemas en los cuales el
docente debe enfocarse para poder ensefar los principales
vocabularios a los diferentes niveles de estudiantes. Las categorias que
podemos encontrar en la ensefianza del vocabulario inglés son
inmensas.

Pasos necesarios para aprender vocabulario (Martinez, 2000):

Se necesita un par de encuentros para deducir el significado.
Aprender la forma visual (la ortografia) y oral (la pronunciacion vy
entonacion correctas) de la palabra.

Ademas de la repeticion.
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Para que uno se acuerde de una palabra durante mucho tiempo y la
pueda usar también, tenemos que envolver los conocimientos que
queremos ensefar en tareas y ejercicios razonables.

Como por ejemplo la palabra higiene por ejemplo presenta muchas
dificultades en cuanto a la ortografia y pronunciacion mientras la
palabra teléfono que es internacional, no requiere muchos esfuerzos

para ser recordada.

1.3 Modalidad basica de la investigaciéon

a) Investigacion de campo

Serealiz6 en la Unidad Educativa Julio Cobo Hernandez donde se contacté
con los involucrados en el problema, autoridades, docentes y estudiantes
quienes proporcionaron la informacién para conocer los detalles mas

precisos del aprendizaje del vocabulario del idioma inglés.

Se aplicd instrumentos de investigacion, como es la observacion
debidamente estructurada, encuestas y entrevistas a todos quienes estan
involucrados en el problema y de esta forma se obtuvo la informacion

fidedigna posible para realizar el trabajo de investigacion.

b) Investigacién bibliografica o documental

La investigacion es documental, debido a que se solicitdé documentos en
biblioteca, de esta forma se obtuvo informacion sobre el uso de flashcard

para la ensenfanza del vocabulario del idioma inglés.

Esta informacién es primaria debido a que se obtiene en el establecimiento

donde ocurre el problema.

Es bibliografia por que se utilizd los centros de informacion como son

biblioteca, internet, revistas, documentos, libros, fotos, periddicos, mapas
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etc., para obtener informacion de cada una de las variables con lo que se
construy6 el marco teérico del problema que se basa en acontecimientos
comprobados verificados y reales , que son auténticos y que van a servir
de sustento para comprender, entender y explicar el problema el uso de
flashcard para el mejoramiento del aprendizaje del vocabulario idioma

Inglés.

Esta es informacion secundaria por que se basa en documentos escritos
sobre hechos ya sucedidos que estan a disposicidn de todos los que hacen

investigacion.

1.3.1 Nivel o tipo de investigacion

a) Nivel Exploratorio

Se visité la Unidad Educativa Julio Cobo Hernandez para comprobar en
forma directa y real la existencia del problema sobre el uso del material
usado para la ensefanza en la clase y obtener una idea clara sobre la

incidencia en aprendizaje del idioma inglés.

Se verifico la existencia de estas dos variables relacionadas al tema de
investigacion que son: el uso de flashcard y su influencia en la adquisicion
del vocabulario del idioma inglés con la finalidad de realizar el trabajo de

investigacion sobre algo veridico.

3.6 CONCLUSIONES Y RECOMENDACIONES
CONCLUSIONES

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RECOMENDACIONES

contrastes, armonias a fin de obtener la atencion de los estudiantes,
logrando aprendizaje significativo visual.

* Alos docentes disertar clases mediante la utilizacion conjunta de sonidos
y flash card, para obtener por parte de los estudiantes mayor familiaridad
con la palabra, mayor habilidad para percibirla, independientemente de
los distractores del contexto como el volumen de la emision, la
entonacion, el acento extranjero, los sonidos del ambiente, etc.

* A los docentes elaborar flash cards tomando en cuenta diferencias y
similitudes del sonido de las consonantes ya que el uso incorrecto puede
ocasionar tanto en la pronunciacién como en la escritura, que no se
entienda o bien se entienda de una manera distinta a la que se pretende.

+ Se recomienda a los docentes proveer y/o dirigir la elaboracion de las
flashcard, como un método de comprensién y afianzamiento para
memorizar de manera indispensable y definida el vocabulario para

desarrollar asi el I1éxico del inglés.
