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1.- INTRODUCCION

El Inglés se ha convertido en el idioma global de comunicacidon por excelencia, uno
de los de mayor uso en el mundo. Es idioma oficial o tiene un status especial en unos

75 territorios en todo el mundo.

El idioma Inglés es considerado universal ya que en la mayoria de los paises del
mundo se lo utiliza en diferentes campos profesionales (educativos, turisticos,

marketing, profesionales, entre otros.)

Para alcanzar exitosamente el dominio de un idioma extranjero, el individuo debe,
como bien lo reconocen Brown (2000, p.1) y Richards y Rodgers (2001), dominar las
cuatro destrezas lingiiisticas: habla, escucha, lectura y escritura. Comprende por
tanto, que el docente domine estas destrezas para que las pueda ensefar o fortalecer

en sus educandos de una manera adecuada.

La meta del maestro sera pues desarrollar la autonomia de los estudiantes, sus
habilidades en el manejo del sistema de comunicacion lingiiistica que es el Inglés,
usarlo como una herramienta efectiva para poder ser mas competente en las diversas
areas del sector productivo, social, deportivo, cultural tanto a nivel nacional y

mundial.

Por ello, en las escuelas, colegios y universidades actualmente la ensefianza del

idioma Inglés ocupa un papel muy importante.

Para cualquier centro de estudio es fundamental contar con las herramientas
necesarias, los recursos tecnologicos apropiados, y que el maestro aplique las

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2.-PLANTEAMIENTO DEL PROBLEMA

para Ponce R., Rivera M. Rosero 1., Miller K, (2000) "es una respuesta alinterés de

estudiantes, padres defamilia, profesores y autoridades por el aprendizaje de este
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idioma, el mismo que se imparte en todos los colegios fiscales del Ecuador, y tiene
como objetivo mejorar el proceso deensenanza-aprendizaje para que los jovenes de
este pais sean competitivos y cumplan con los cambios tecnoldgicos y cientificos que

se desarrollan a nivel mundial".

Actualmente en el Ecuador se esta haciendo énfasis en el empoderamiento del
conocimiento del idioma Inglés; ya que los resultados de las ultimas evaluaciones

hechas a docentes de esta area, apenas un 3% lo hablan.

El actual gobierno estd empefiado que en nuestro pais el Inglés sea una segunda
lengua; ya que el Ecuador es un destino turistico a nivel mundial, dandola apertura de

la insercion laboral de profesionales titulados e idoéneos en el area de Inglés.
2.1 CONTEXTO MESO

Manabi es una provincia privilegiada por sus encantos turisticos con la cual miles de
turistas de todo el mundo la visitan, especialmente lugares como: Puerto Lopez,

Ayampe, El Parque Nacional Machalilla, Canoa, Pedernales, entre otros.

He aqui la importancia que los manabitas conozcan este idioma para una
comunicacion eficaz y oportuna; y para esto requiere de nuevas personas que se
inserten en este mundo globalizante y competitivo; por ello, es urgente que la
didactica asuma un rol protagonico en la formacioén de conocimientos a fin de formar

Con el desarrollo de la Ciencia y la Técnica y con los avances que ha tenido nuestro
pais en el orden social, cientifico y tecnoldgico, la formacion continua de los docentes

En el proceso de superacion se trata de dar una nueva perspectiva a las concepciones
pertinentes y que aporte al desarrollo de las habilidades profesionales en este proceso,
en estas condiciones se requiere la sensibilizacion de los docentes para aceptar y

poner en practica estos cambios en su practica pedagogica.

Se puede sostener que una propuesta metodoldgica para el desarrollo de las
habilidades lectoras en el proceso de ensefianza aprendizaje del idioma Inglés es un
aporte determinante a los procesos de desarrollo social. Es mas se sostiene que a

mayor desarrollo social, mayor requerimiento de educacion y viceversa.

La permanente interaccidon entre avances cientificos y tecnologicos que enmarca la
sociedad actual, demanda la busqueda de nuevos conocimientos que orienten a
satisfacer las necesidades generales y que a la vez impliquen el desarrollo formativo
individual de los estudiantes que les permita obtener un elevado nivel de preparacion
de facil aplicacion al mudo laboral.

2.1.2CONTEXTO MICRO

afio de Educacion Basica del colegio Nacional Técnico Nocturno “Magaly Masson de

Valle Carrera” de la ciudad de Chone en el periodo lectivo 2011- 2012.
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Estudios preliminares efectuados, han ratificado que en el proceso educativo, se
aprecian insuficiencias relacionadas por parte del docente con deficiencias didacticas
en las clases de Inglés, limitada preparacion tedrica y metodoldgica de los docentes,
poca aplicacion de conocimientos didacticos en el proceso de ensefianza aprendizaje,
insuficiente desarrollo de destrezas en el aprendizaje de Inglés, mal uso de recursos
didacticos, carencia de conocimientos sobre la pedagogia y estrategias didacticas,
poco conocimiento de las técnicas activas, escasas oportunidades de formacion,

carencia de investigacion educativa, entre otras.

Se considera que es necesaria la preparacion en cuanto al dominio de las tecnologias,
los aspectos tedricos y metodologicos ademas de dominar modelos de ensenanza que

faciliten el disefio del proceso de superacion profesional del docente en ejercicio.

Por lo tanto debe de haber el proceso de formacion continua para mejorar el nivel de
conocimiento del idioma Inglés en los docentes de nuestra localidad, donde se
requieren buscar cambios a fin de crear practicas que fortalezcan las
debilidadesexistentes del conocimiento del idioma y que en el futuro sirvan de bases

solidas para un buen desempefio profesional.

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CAPITULO1

5.EL APRENDIZAJE DEL IDIOMA INGLES.

Es necesario garantizar el aprendizaje de la lengua en funcidon del contexto social
donde se desenvuelve el individuo, asi mismo es importante que el estudiante
desarrolle un interés por una disciplina lingiiistica que le puede ayudar a incrementar
el caudal léxico, pronunciarlo adecuadamente y mejorar la comunicacién con
hablantes nativos del Inglés, al tiempo que adquiere mayor autonomia y confianza en

la expresion oral en lengua Inglesa.

El presente epigrafe de la investigacion se enfoca en el desarrollo historico de la
comunicacién que es un aspecto fundamental que se debe considerar dentro del
proceso de ensefianza aprendizaje, los cambios que ha tenido la ensefianza del idioma

Inglés a través del tiempo y su influencia en el proceso educativo actual.

Asi como hubo cambios trascendentales en lo que se refiere a la comunicacion,
también hubo diversas concepciones filosoficas, pedagogicas, socioldgicas que

aportarian en la formacion delindividuo.

Porquedesde que el ser humano se form6 como tal, siempre ha estado avido por
conocer los objetos que le rodean y descubrirnuevos conocimientos que le permita
relacionarse con el mundo en el cual habita, aprender nuevas leyes, culturas,
conceptos transformandolos en instrumentos que le permitan construir sus propias
definiciones, sus propias acciones que le ayuden a sobrevivir y desenvolverse en

situaciones que se dan cada dia en el mundo actual.

A lo largo del tiempo han existido personas muy importantes que han aportado con

diversas concepciones que dieron origen a varios paradigmas lingiiisticos, tal es el
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caso de: Ferdinand de Saussure, quien hizo un analisis minucioso sobre el estudio de

la lengua y el habla.

Gustave Guillaume, su principal contribucion fue sobre la Psicolingiiistica, la cual es
una rama de la psicologia interesada en cémo la especie humana adquiere y utiliza el
lenguajeRoman Jakobson, ¢l con su teoria de la informacion, en torno a los factores
de la comunicacion (emisor, receptor, referente, canal, mensaje y codigo), dedujo la
existencia de seis funciones del lenguaje: la expresiva, la apelativa, la representativa,

la fatica, la poética y la metalingiiistica.

Jacques Lacan basandose en una nueva lectura de Freudque incorpora elementos
del estructuralismo y de la lingiiistica estructural, Jacques Derrida analizé la
deconstruccién, que es un tipo de pensamiento que critica, analiza y revisa
fuertemente las palabras y sus conceptos, ademas aportd en estudios sobre la

gramatologia.

El aprender es considerado como un proceso autoregulado para resolver conflictos
cognoscitivos internos que con frecuencia se pueden ver a través de experiencias
concretas de la vida cotidiana, en el lenguaje utilizado para comunicarse en su
entorno y la reflexién critica de las interacciones con personas objetos e ideas del

desarrollo sociocultural.

Asi pues la finalidad es la construccion del entendimiento, de la comprension de
nuestras experiencias, en una tarea conjunta de maestro y alumnos en el proceso de
ensefianza-aprendizaje del Inglés, de entender un todo. Los alumnos son considerados
como seres pensantes con concepciones propias acerca del mundo y de la vida, por lo
tanto el docente conduce de manera interactiva, utilizando el contexto como medio

para que los alumnos tengan una comprension integral de los contenidos del Inglés.

Y de esta manera buscar los puntos de vista de los estudiantes a fin de entender los
contenidos actuales y utilizarlos en lecciones subsecuentes.Se debe adaptar el
curriculum en funcidn de las ideas de los alumnos asi como al desarrollo sociocultural
del area que rodea la escuela para lograr un aprendizaje mas amplio auténtico y

permanente del Inglés.

Para obtener un aprendizaje significativo del Inglés, debe comenzarse por el alumno
es decir que tenga la disposicion de aprender significativamente y sus experiencias
previas que sean relevantes y bien establecidas, debiendo conocerse también la
realidad en que se desenvuelve, su contexto social, cultural, economico y familiar. No
existe un método de ensefianza infalible es necesario adaptar el contenido para una

comprension completa ya que cada clase es Unica e irrepetible.

Se requiere de una actitud flexible por parte del maestro. Son varias las areas del
desarrollo humano y esto es particularmente importante en el terreno educativo pues
da cuenta de la diversidad de elementos que inciden sobre el desarrollo del individuo

y que afectan por tanto sus posibilidades de desarrollo intelectual.

Los rasgos de cada etapa del desarrollo determinan el enfoque que el maestro dara a
la ensefanza, las caracteristicas fisicas del ambiente en el que el alumno se
desenvuelve, el tipo de instrucciones que el maestro debe brindar, el lenguaje
empleado en ellas etcétera. El rol del profesor conlleva la responsabilidad de manejar
el contenido de la clase a un nivel tal que facilite ese transito de la experiencia

concreta a la abstraccion.

Aprender el Inglés, asi como cualquier otra lengua extranjera, puede darse de una
manera simple, sencilla y divertida, que facilite la adquisicion de palabras y frases de

mayor utilidadpréctica en los contextos mas apropiados.
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No obstante, se puede deducir las posibles causas que hacen que los estudiantes

pierdan el interés en el aprendizaje de esta lengua, entre estas figuran:

o El uso inapropiado de metodologias.

e Poco interés de los maestros para aplicar una estrategia metodologica que
motive a sus educandos.

o Inseguridad de los estudiantes cuando tienen que realizar tareas orales.

o Carencia de recursos tecnoldgicos y metodoldgicos que dificultan el proceso
de ensenanza aprendizaje.

e A partir de las concepciones tedricas detalladas anteriormente, se asume que
el proceso de ensefnanza aprendizaje del idioma Inglés, se basa en algunas de
las concepciones ya descritas anteriormente, como la filosofica que se
encuentra en la concepcion dialéctico-materialista  sustentada en
la teoria marxista-leninista del conocimiento, al desarrollar los métodos y
procedimientos que se aplican en la ensefianza de la lengua, en especial de la
expresion oral, también se basa en las teorias de Ausubel, y Bruner, que se
refieren al aprendizaje significativo, ya que una de las caracteristicas de éste
es adquirir nuevos conocimientos de forma significativa, el nuevo contenido
de retencidn, y esta nueva informacion es guardada en la memoria a largo
plazo, luego puede estructurar los conocimientos. Y cuando los estudiantes
construyen nuevos conceptos se habla del constructivismo.

e Después de analizar el epigrafe, se asume, que para fomentar el desarrollo de
la expresion oral, es necesario organizar el proceso de ensefianza aprendizaje,
este proceso, que desarrolla el maestro especialista en la asignatura, su manera
de proceder, los objetivos a lograr, la forma de evaluar, debe enfocarse en
actividades que requieran del uso de la lengua como instrumento de
comunicacidon con procedimientos cooperativos; asi mismo, para lograr el

desarrollo de las habilidades de expresion oral debe considerarse, los
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diferentes aspectos lingiiisticos de forma integrada, porque al tratarse en
forma aislada conduciria inevitablemente a un enfoque mecanicista.

El proceso de ensefianza aprendizaje de un idioma extranjero ha empleado
diferentes enfoques como es: el método de traduccion gramatical, que empezd
a formar parte del curriculo de las escuelas europeas durante el siglo XVIII

(1840).

Garcia, A. (1992), cita a Mackey(1965), quien describe éste método como "un
método deductivo y mentalista, segin el cual el idioma se adquiere
aprendiendo memoristicamente las reglas y paradigmas gramaticales, y largas
listas de vocabulario, y se practica aplicando esos conocimientos en ejercicios

de traduccidn directa e inversa".

Esto quiere decir que para los estudiantes seria mas facil formar nuevas ideas
si el ambiente en el cual va a estudiar es motivador, y tendria la oportunidad
de interactuar con el maestro y con sus compafieros, ya que es enriquecedor

para cualquier individuo compartir experiencias nuevas.

5.1RENDIMIENTO ACADEMICO.

Se denomina rendimiento académico al nivel de conocimientos demostrado en un

area o materia, comparado con la norma (edad y nivel académico)".Se puede tener

una buena capacidad intelectual y unas buenas aptitudes y sin embargo no estar

obteniendo un rendimiento adecuado.

Esto puede ser debido a: Baja motivacion o falta de interés, poco estudio, estudio sin

método, problemas personales, otras causas.

Actualmente, el bajo rendimiento académico se ha transformado en un problema

frecuente en las instituciones educativas en Ecuador y con esto, son demasiados los
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factores escolaresy familiares que provocan un cambio drastico en el aprendizaje de

esta segunda lengua el Inglés.

En este sentido, se ejecutaran distintas técnicas con el fin de conocer cudles son las
causas que influyen de manera determinante en el bajo rendimiento académico en los
estudiantes del ciclo basico del colegio Nacional Técnico Nocturno Magaly Masson

de Valle Carrera de la ciudad de Chone.

Al mencionar sobre el rendimiento académico tenemos que tocar el tema de gestion
administrativa ya que estas se encuentran vinculadas estrechamente.Es un proceso
muy particular consistente en las actividades de planeacion, organizacion, ejecucion y
control desempenados para determinar y alcanzar los objetivos sefialados con el uso

de seres humanos y otros recursos.

Existen cuatro elementos importantes que estan relacionados con la gestion

administrativa, sin ellos es imposible hablar de gestién académica, estos son:

e Planeacion
e Organizacion
e FEjecucion

e« Control

A continuacidon definiremos cada uno de ellos:

Planeacion:

Planificar implica que los gerentes piensan con antelacion en sus metas y acciones, y

que basan sus actos en algun método, plan olégica y no en corazonadas.

Los planes presentan los objetivos de la organizacion y establecen losprocedimientos

idoneos para alcanzarlos.
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Son la guia para que la organizacion obtenga y comprometa los recursos que se

requieren para alcanzar los objetivos.

Organizacion:

Organizar es el proceso para ordenar y distribuir el trabajo, la autoridad y los recursos
entre los miembros de una organizacion, de tal manera que estos puedan alcanzar las

metas de la organizacion.

Direccion:

Dirigir implica mandar, influir y motivar a los empleados para que realicen tareas

esenciales.

Control:

Es el proceso para asegurar que las actividades reales se ajustan a las actividades
planificadas.

Importancia de la Gestion Administrativa en Centros Educativos en el drea de

Inglés.

En la sociedad moderna y abierta en que vivimos y en el entorno cambiante y
dinamico de los procesos productivos, los sistemas de la educacion y de formacion
profesional estdn sujetos a permanentes cambios para ofrecer productos y servicios

segun las reales necesidades del mercado de trabajo.

El proceso de globalizacion de la economia, elcambio tecnoldgico y las nuevas

5.1.1Estrategias Metodologicas

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Con base en los datos obtenidos, se aprecia que los docentes cuentan con mas
dominio en unas destrezas que en otras, situacion que representa una limitacion en el

aprendizaje del idioma.

5.1.2Empatia

La empatia es un tema muy importante para el aprendizaje del idioma Inglés, ya que

para poder comunicarnos en la vida cotidiana es algo basico y primordial.

Si no se llega a tener empatia frente a lo que se quiere llegar a emprender nunca va a

llegar a ser un proyecto exitoso.

En el caso que nos compete un ejemplo claro podria ser si se quiere llegar a tener
uncolegio enfocado para alumnos de bajos recursos sin que tengan el manejo de un
segundo idioma, tener programas educacionales basados en actividades o tareas que

contengan por ejemplo el idioma Inglés.

Hay que poner nuestra empatia del lado de los alumnos de bajos recursos de zonas
urbanas marginalesy adaptarnos a sus necesidades de aprender temas educacionales
basicos y asi mismo poco a poco hacerles desarrollar diferentes técnicas de

aprendizajes.

No se puede tampoco llegar con actividades de mucha complejidad si no que hay que
ir paso a paso para ir desarrollandolos, por lo tanto la empatia es un tema de suma
importancia para los emprendimientos educacionales que siempre se deben de tomar

en cuenta.

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8. CONCLUSIONES

La educacién ademds de cumplir con las funciones tradicionales “debe ampliar su
campo de accion tomando en cuenta las necesidades productivas, de organizacion, y
de servicio social” en cada uno de los educandos, por ende es de suma importancia
que aquellos jovenes que se estan preparando en la docencia y al ir culminando sus
estudios realicen el Afio Comunitario para que puedan enfrentarse a la verdadera
realidad y problematica educativa, y que la formacién de maestros se intensifique;

dando la oportunidad a los nuevos profesionales que se dedican a ejercer la docencia.

El objetivo del Aiio Comunitario se lo plantea segun la realidad presente, la cual
demanda ante todo, desarrollar la capacidad del individuo al cambio constante. Esto
implica que la educacidon no serd ya mas tradicional; sino el instrumento que prepare
al individuo para los requerimientos del futuro con todas las herramientas necesarias

para un buen desenvolvimiento profesional.

Para lograr una transformacion en el proceso de ensefianza - aprendizaje de la
educacion, es imprescindible que en Afio Comunitario contar con estudiantes
capaces y que estén preparados para dirigirlo hacia el desarrollo de intereses
profesionales, que garanticen la calidad de la motivacion profesional, el desarrollo de
conocimientos y habilidades profesionales para resolver con eficiencia los problemas
de la practica pedagdgica, y el desarrollo de la independencia y flexibilidad adquirida
en la actuacion profesional, que posibilite al estudiante orientarse con originalidad

en la solucion de problemas profesionales.

Por todo lo expuesto, es evidente que constituye una necesidad continuar
profundizando el Afio Comunitario en la problematica que encierra el proceso de
formacion de los maestros en ejercicio de la educacion y los modos de actuacion en

su desempefio profesional en los tiempos actuales.
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Para ello, se requiere implementar laboratorios de Inglés, para familiarizar a los

educandos con el idioma y al mismo tiempo reflexionar sobre la actualizacion con los

ultimos conocimientos, respondiendo a las necesidades pedagdgicas relacionadas con

el desarrollo de la teoria y la practica que favorezcan el proceso de ensefianza-

aprendizaje, llegando a las siguientes conclusiones:

Durante el estudio teodrico realizado, se pudo revelar la existencia de
diferentes posiciones tedricas con respecto al proceso de formacidn continua y
la formacion de los Alumnos-Maestros, haciendo énfasis en los aspectos del
disefio curricular, asi como en el desarrollo del aprendizaje de los jovenes en
este contexto, sin embargo, se aprecia la necesidad de proyectar estudios
dirigidos a la practica, preparando a los docentes para enfrentar este reto.

Mostrar predisposicion para la ensefianza del idioma Inglés.

Constituye el analisis de la formacioén del Alumno- Maestro y la necesidad de
su adecuada y sistematica preparacion.

La superacion continua del Alumno- Maestro es un eslabon fundamental para
lograr una educacion que garantice, no solo la adquisicién de conocimientos,
sino también el desarrollo de actitudes, valores y sentimientos en nifios y
jovenes.

La implementacion efectuada en el Ao Comunitario permitio elaborar
estrategias que corroboraron cambios significativos en la preparacion del
Alumnos-Maestros, lo cual demuestra que la propuesta es viable a los efectos

de la educacion.
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9. RECOMENDACIONES

Luego de finalizar las labores de Afio Comunitario y basadas en las experiencias

significativas, se sugieren las siguientes recomendaciones:

- Garantizar la calidad de la motivacion profesional, el desarrollo de
conocimientos y habilidades profesionales para resolver con eficiencia los
problemas de la practica pedagdgica.

- El desarrollo de la independencia y flexibilidad adquirida en la actuacion
profesional, posibilite al Alumno- Maestro a orientarse con originalidad en la
solucion de problemas profesionales.

- Que la Universidad Laica Eloy Alfaro de Manabi Extension Chone, continue
manteniendo estos convenios de vinculacidon con la comunidad, fortaleciendo
asi las experiencias de los Alumnos-Maestros y a la vez beneficiando a la
comunidad entera.

- Se recomienda a los futuros docentes del idioma Inglés, adoptar todos los
mecanismos y estrategias para hacer agradable el aprendizaje de este idioma.

- Valorar y contextualizar la aplicacion de las estrategias activas donde se
tomen en cuenta las condiciones individuales y las culturales del estudiante.

- Valorar esta practica comunitaria para trabajar en una formacidén continua
como una necesidad de interactuar con calidad y calidez en el proceso de

ensefianza-aprendizaje.

Historia de la institucion

La creacion del colegio Magaly Masson de Valle Carrera tiene como antecedentes
diferentes facetas que dieron como origen a que se consiga por parte del ministerio de

educacion el acuerdo ministerial para su funcionamiento.

Entre estos antecedentes debemos anotar el papel preponderante que tuvo la Camara
Junior de Chone, para lograr la creacion de esta Institucion de nivel secundario ya que
fue esta Institucion conformada en su mayor parte por maestros primarios y
secundarios que laboran en distintas Instituciones fiscales (escuela colegio) los que en
el programa “énfasis de la juventud para programas junior”, cred en todo el Canton
Chone diferentes centros de alfabetizacion, cuyo programa de funcionamiento estaba
autorizado y controlado por el Ministerio de Educacion, estos centros funcionaba de
la siguiente manera en el primer afio se hacian primero y segundo grado, en el

segundo afio 3ro y 4to grado y en el tercer afio 5to y 6to grado.

El Ministerio de Educacion crea 22 colegios técnicos profesionales de ciclo basico
adaptados, cuando entonces el Ministerio de Educacionpublicé el General Fernando
Dobronskuiz Ojeda en el régimen dictatorial de Guillermo Rodriguez Lara. Entre
esos 22 colegios contaba el que hoy en dia lleva el nombre de Magaly Masson de

Valle Carrera.

Este colegio técnico de ciclo basico adoptado todo fue creado sin presupuesto
economico alguno y para poder sostener las necesidades que todo colegio demanda
para su funcionamiento las instituciones sociales educativas de Chone tuvieron que
brindar sus apoyos entre esto tenemos: la Camara Junior colaboro con la dotacion de
personal docente y orientacion pedagogica esta ultima a cargo del Lcdo. Raudl Parra
Calvache catedratico normal del Eugenio Espejo, el colegio normal Eugenio Espejo
colaboro con la planta fisica mobiliaria, gabinete, taller de carpinteria, etc. Donando

ademas una hectarea de terreno que es donde actualmente funciona el colegio.
El colegio Augusto Solérzano Hoyo colaboro con materiales didacticos.

El colegio Gonzalo Abad Grijalva con materiales de ebanisteria, el Concejo
Provincial de Manabi colaborocon un capital de 16 mil sucres para la obtencion de
equipos de manualidades (maquinas, reglas, tijeras, cintas métricas, mesa de trabajo)
etc., es necesario hacer hincapiés que daba al principio del funcionamiento de este
colegio se le dio mayor importancia a la preparacion practica de los estudiantes
cuando la accion practica de taller de ebanisteria, electricidad para el hombre y

El colegio nocturno Magaly Masson de Valle Carrera desde su creacion hasta
principio del afio lectivo 1986-1987 laboro en los previos del colegio normal Eugenio
Espejo, gracias a la facilidad y probacion que brindaron los diferentes rectores y entre
ellos el Lcdo.
