El ministerio de Educacion del Ecuador, en el mateola politica 6 del Plan
Decenal de Educacién; y como una respuesta adaolados de las pruebas Sery
a los requerimientos de la implementacion del Culwi Actualizado y
Fortalecido de Educacion general, ha dotado a scuanidocente y
pluridocentes recursos didacticos educativos pgrayaa los procesos de
ensefianza aprendizaje. Segun cifras del Ministigi&cducacion el 69% de las
personas que se dedican al proceso de ensefatizanutiversos tipos de
materiales ludicos y didacticos en sus clases coiteoes, graficos, letras,
canciones que ayudan a que el alumno se intereseporael tema tratado;
creando una clase participativa, desarrollando dapacidades linguisticas,
expresivas e intelectuales de los estudiantes yfdesltades imaginativas y
creativas.
